5. Through narrative technique and characterization, the
postcolonial short story captures the essence of human
experience. Discuss with reference to a short story in your course.

6. Protagonists in postcolonial novels battle with the social, political
and economic context of their times and struggle to negotiate
their personal spaces through it. Discuss with reference to the

novels in your course.
