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What is meant by the term “financialization of the

lobal cconomy” and what arc its essential features?
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Explain the major (ransformations in ‘corporate

governance’ and ‘managerial culture’ since the advent

of ‘financialisation’.
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“The ability of the powerful to limit environmental
degradation by the less powerful cannot be expected
to offset the failure of the less powerful to limit

environmental degradation by the powerful.” (Robert
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Boyce). Give reasons for the above statement along
with an explanation of the concept of power weighted

social decision rule.
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Explain why an adequate framework to understand
gender dimension within a household must distinguish
between the “perception” of interest of the different
agents and a more objective notion of their respective
wellbeing.
